Take Rt. 93 South to Exit 12.  Follow signs for Morrissey Boulevard.  Pass the Ramada Inn on the right.  Continue on for 450 yards.  The Phillips Old Colony House will be on your right.

From the South:
Take Rt. 95 North to Rt. 93 North to Exit 13.  Take a left at the bottom of the ramp and then take your net left.  The Phillips Old Colony House is 375 yards ahead on your left.

From the West:
Take Rt. 90 East to Rt. 93 South to Exit 12.  Follow signs for Morrissey Boulevard.  Pass the Ramada Inn on the right.  Continue on for 450 yards.  The Phillips Old Colony House will be on your right.

Directions from Phillips Old Colony House to the new Boston Convention & Exhibition Center

415 Summer Street
Take a right out of parking lot onto Morrissey Blvd.  Follow Morrissey Blvd for approximately 2 miles.  Bear left onto Mt. Vernon Street which becomes Columbia Road.  Continue on Columbia Road.  At Sgt. Alexander F. Pacuska Circle, take 2nd exit onto Old Colony Ave (0.4 miles).  Take a right onto Ewer Street and a left onto West 9th Street.  Take a right onto D Street (1 mile) and a left onto Summer Street.  The Boston Convention & Exhibition Center will be on your left.
